Throughout the harvest many lots from San Pedro, Atitlan were cupped and
classified according to their cup quality and profile. The best lots were selected to

form this microlot which is the best expression of what this region can offer.

Atitlan's soil is rich with organic matter; 90% of coffee in Atitlan is cultivated along
volcanic slopes that surround Lake Atitlan.
